Haven’t heard today form Mark or Jon (probably will in the AM).  Here’s the latest from Jim Toth:
Jim just called, they are done for the day. Says they are mostly working on wound care. Many traumatic amputations (something fell on a leg and cut it off, etc) that need continuing work. The nuns bandaged things up when they came in, but now bandage changes need to be done to prevent infection and start the healing. It’s too late to stitch things now, so wounds have to heal by secondary intention (from the inside out) which increases the potential for contamination and infection.  
Says water is plentiful, food is scarce (then pointed out he might need to lose a few lbs anyway...) Heard a rumor that they may get some ER docs from TN tomorrow, will have to wait to see if that turns out to be true. Said watch for him on the Today Show in the am!  They will be sleeping on chairs on the soccer field because the guest quarters at Matthew 25 are damaged and un-useable.  Told him that was fine as long as he used his mosquito net!
