Mark and I have split up for now.  I am at Bernard's with Michael Ritter.  After coordinating with other water resource groups at a meeting in Petionville yesterday, it looks like Michael and I will head West to Carrefour, Gressier, Leogane, Grand Goave, Petit Goave and possibly Jacmel (if the road there is passable).  These areas were hardest hit by the earthquakes and lack the water source infrastructure availalble in PaP.  Many people in these areas are reduced to drinking water from whatever source is at hand (rivers, streams, ponds, etc.).

Klorfasil is the only chlorine based system in the country at this time that is able to respond on a fairly large scale:  we have enough materials to treat 11 million gallons of water at 3.75 ppm or as much as 3 times this amount if we dillute the chlorine as it is typically used in other systems (1 ppm).  This  is unorthadox but we will do whatever we can to get as much clean water to as many people as possible.

The main thing we need right now is buckets which we hope to purchase here in PaP right away.  Obviously, these cost money.  The next thing we will need is more chlorine and dispensing supplies.
