A brief update from Jim: 
“Started the day running like a scared dog out of Matthew 25 with Mark.  Made rounds in the field hospital.   Discovered a tibia fracture I’ve missed since Monday.  Told an octogenarian and her friend she could not return home due to safety issues around new quake.  Seeing young kids with broken and dislocated limbs.  Kids crying and screaming as we pull off crusty gauze from infected wounds.  Heat is 90+.  Patients passing out due to insufficient food / water. Good news is, the Denver team made some excellent sorties into the community to identify severely sick and wounded who were brought back to our location.  More later.”
The USNS Comfort, Naval Hospital Ship, is now off of Port au Prince providing critical medical care.
 
From Jon Steele – he as picked up 600 Klorfasil buckets and will be going to Leogane which is west of Port au Prince.
Below is some interesting info regarding the relief efforts in Haiti: 
USAID/OFDA and UN/OCHA continue to provide helpful information on the overall context in Haiti and Port-au-Prince (PaP):
· The Government of Haiti (GoH) has requested the international community’s support in establishing temporary camps to accommodate 3 million people. 
· The World Food Program (WFP) is planning to bring 10,000 gallons of diesel fuel per day from the Dominican Republic to help alleviate the fuel shortage. Long, chaotic lines are forming at the few gas pumps that still work. Gas is selling for over $10 a gallon. 
· The GoH has placed a priority on cash- and food-for-work activities to clear debris and stimulate economic activity. 
· The GoH is encouraging severely affected residents of PaP to leave if they have family or friends in non-affected areas. It provided cash and fuel to a transport company to provide free transport. Thousands of displaced are reported leaving for rural areas. 
· Local banks plan to open 30 to 40 distribution points within the week for clients to access their bank accounts. 
· WFP reports that sales of produce are sporadically beginning in the city. However, access to staple foods remains extremely difficult and expensive.
