What do we do during Adoration?  
 

ADORATION: 
We show Jesus that we love and respect the awe-
some gift of His true presence in the Eucharist by 
kneeling, praying, singing, and listening. Father 
Jack will help us to understand who Jesus is in the 
Eucharist. He will help us to understand how and 
why we adore Jesus in this special way. 
 

CONTRITION: 
We kneel to examine our conscience, acknowledge 
the abundance of Jesus’ mercy, and pray for the 
pour souls in purgatory. 
 

THANKSGIVING:  
We express gratitude for our many  blessings. We 
will sing beautiful songs to Jesus to tell him we 
love him. 
 

SUPPLICATION:  
We bow and humble ourselves as we offer inten-
tions silently and then take turns sharing our  
petitions aloud.
